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PURPOSE OF THE PUBLICATION

The Cyprus Securities and Exchange Commission, publishes this Policy Statement to inform
entities intending to use Distributed Ledger Technology (‘DLT’) of the next steps towards
the full implementation of the Regulation (EU) 2022/858 on a Pilot Regime for Market
Infrastructure based on Distributed Ledger Technology.

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1. PURPOSE OF THIS POLICY STATEMENT

1.1.1 The Cyprus Securities and Exchange Commission (‘CySEC’) has issued this Policy
Statement (‘this PS’) and Directive DI 73-2009-06 for the operation of a DLT
market infrastructure of 2025 (‘Directive DI 73-2009-06’) in relation to those
market infrastructures intending to use Distributed Ledger Technology (‘DLT’)!
in their operations, in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2022/858% on a Pilot
Regime for Market infrastructures based on Distributed Ledger Technology
(‘DLTPR Regulation’). This PS has been issued with the purpose to:

i. Outline CySEC's position as regards discretions granted under the DLTPR
Regulation to CySEC. CySEC is the competent authority® for overseeing
the application of the DLTPR Regulation;

ii. Inform market participants that CySEC will commence accepting
applications for the specific permissions provided for under the DLTPR
Regulation from prospective applicants. Eligible applicants can be both
existing incumbents as well as new market entrants. For the avoidance
of doubt, it is also clarified that, although access to the pilot regime
provided for under the DLTPR Regulation may be optional?, a specific
permission under the DLTPR Regulation needs to be obtained, in case of
opting-in thereto. Such DLTPR Regulation permission needs to be
obtained over and above the relevant sectoral authorisation of the
relevant applicant®; and

iii. Outline the respective fees and charges applicable to DLT market
infrastructures by means of Directive DI 73-2009-06.

1 According to Article 2(1) of the DLTPR Regulation: ‘distributed ledger technology’ or ‘DLT’ means a
technology that enables the operation and use of distributed ledgers’, whereas Article 2 nr.(2) of the DLTPR
Regulation provides that ‘distributed ledger’ means an information repository that keeps records of
transactions and that is shared across, and synchronised between, a set of DLT network nodes using a
consensus mechanism’.

1.2 WHO THIS CONCERNS

1.2.1  This PS concerns entities intending to opt-in to the DLTPR Regulation. The said
entities can be:
i. Investment firms authorized under the Investment Services and
Activities and Regulated Markets Law® as in force from time to time
(‘Law 87(1)/2017’) for the operation of a multilateral trading facility
(‘MTF’); or
ii. Legal persons authorised under Law 87(1)/2017 to operate a regulated
market’; or
iii. A legal person authorised as a central securities depositary® (‘CSD’)
under Regulation (EU) No 909/2014° (‘CSDR’); or
iv.  Alegal person, i.e. a new entrant, that intends to apply for authorisation
as an investment firm for the operation of an MTF or for authorisation
to operate a regulated market under Law 87(1)/2017 and,
simultaneously, for a specific permission under the DLTPR Regulation?;
or
v. Alegal person, i.e. a new entrant, that intends to apply for authorisation
as a CSD under the CSDR and, simultaneously, for a specific permission
under the DLTPR Regulation.

2 BACKGROUND INFORMATION

2.1. GENERAL OVERVIEW

2.1.1. In order to allow for the development of trading and settlement of crypto-
assets!! that qualify as financial instruments'? and for the development of DLT,

10 The specific permissions are laid down in Article 8,9, and 10 of the DLTPR Regulation respectively,
depending on the type of specific permission sought.

11 Crypto-assets is a generic term including but not limited to crypto-assets that qualify a financial
instruments, within the meaning of Law 87(1)/2017. Relevant clarification is provided under recital nr.(2)
of the DLTPR Regulation: “..other crypto-assets qualify as financial instruments within the meaning of
Directive 2014/65/EU...”

12 The DLTPR Regulation applies only in respect of DLT financial instruments being defined in Article 2(11)
thereof as: “DLT financial instrument’ means a financial instrument that is issued, recorded, transferred



while preserving a high level of investor protection, market integrity, financial
stability and transparency and avoiding regulatory arbitrage, the European
Union (‘EV’) considered it useful to create a pilot regime, for market
infrastructures based on DLT to test such DLT market infrastructures, hence the
adoption of the DLTPR Regulation.

2.1.2. The DLTPR Regulation applies to certain new types of market infrastructures®?
involved in the trading and settlement of DLT financial instruments, as its title
suggests. More specifically, it allows the so-called DLT market infrastructures4
to be temporarily exempted from some of the requirements of EU financial
services legislation. The reasoning behind the said exemptions is that without
these, operators would be prevented from developing solutions for the trading
and settlement of transactions in DLT financial instruments. At the same time,
the said exemptions are balanced by compensatory measures, conditions and
corrective measures provided for under the DLTPR Regulation®®, in order to
avoid weakening any existing requirements or safeguards applied in traditional
market infrastructures.

2.1.3. The DLTPR Regulation'® which entered into full application across the EU on 23
March 2023, lays down requirements in relation to DLT market infrastructures
and their operators in respect of:

i.  Granting and withdrawing specific permissions to operate DLT market
infrastructures in accordance with the DLTPR Regulation;

ii.  Granting, modifying and withdrawing exemptions related to specific
permissions;

iii.  Mandating, modifying and withdrawing the conditions attached to
exemptions and in respect of mandating, modifying and withdrawing
compensatory or corrective measures;

iv.  Operating DLT market infrastructures;

and stored using distributed ledger technology’.

13 As per recital nr.(7) of the DLTPR Regulation: ‘To meet the objectives of the pilot regime, a new Union
status as DLT market infrastructure should be created in order to ensure that the Union is able to play a
leading role regarding financial instruments in tokenised form and to contribute to the development of a
secondary market for such assets. The status as DLT market infrastructure should be optional and should
not prevent financial market infrastructures, such as trading venues, central securities depositories (CSDs)
and central counterparties (CCPs), from developing trading and post-trading services and activities for
crypto-assets that qualify as financial instruments, or are based on distributed ledger technology, under
existing Union financial services legislation.’

14 As per Article 2(5) of the DLTPR Regulation: “DLT market infrastructure’ means a DLT multilateral
trading facility, a DLT settlement system or a DLT trading and settlement system;’, whereas definitions of
each DLT market infrastructure are laid down therein.

v.  Supervising DLT market infrastructures; and

vi. Cooperation between operators of DLT market infrastructures,
competent authorities and the European Securities and Markets
Authority (‘ESMA’).

Besides, the DLT Pilot Regime also introduces liability rules in respect of loss of
funds, collateral and DLT financial instruments entrusted to a DLT market
infrastructure!” .

Further guidance on the application of the DLTPR Regulation is provided by
ESMA, by means of a Questions & Answers (Q&A) tool on ESMA’s website which
is continuously updated (available here). As regards information on the process
for applying for a specific permission under the DLTPR Regulation and the forms
accompanying such application, ESMA has issued the ‘Guidelines on standard
forms, formats and templates to apply for permission to operate a DLT market
infrastructure’*® (available here). CySEC has adopted the aforesaid Guidelines
and is encouraging interested parties to consult those documents and monitor
any additional guidance issued both at EU and national level.

CySEC’S DISCRETIONARY POWERS UNDER DLTPR REGULATION

CySEC, in its capacity as the competent authority provided for under Article
3 para. 6 of the DLTPR Regulation, may set lower thresholds than those
provided in paragraphs 1 and 2 thereof.

CySEC has decided not to lower the said thresholds, but may reconsider its
decision, should the need arise in the future.

FEES AND CHARGES

Directive DI 73-2009-06 outlines the fees and charges payable to CySEC for each
matter.

The fees and charges were formulated in a proportionate manner to reflect the
assessment to be undertaken by CySEC and are a result of a targeted
consultation.

5.1.2  The duly completed application form, along with the relevant additional
information should be submitted to CySEC, in accordance with CySEC'’s
authorisation procedures.

5.2 ONGOING NOTIFICATIONS

5.2.1  Notifications submitted to CySEC under Articles 8(13), 9(13), 10(13) or
11(1), points a and c of the DLTPR Regulation, should be submitted using
the application form as per paragraph 5.1.1 above.

5.2.2  Notifications submitted to CySEC under Articles 11(1), points b, d and e of

the DLTPR Regulation, should be submitted to CySEC through email at
authorisations@cysec.gov.cy .
